Flower City Work Camp is a ministry of Rochester-area churches working to-
gether to serve God and our community in practical ways. Each year, over 500
students and over 300 adults from more than 40 area churches serve at homes,
Sidewalk Clubs and Basketball Camp to bring the Gospel of Jesus Christ to
some of the neediest areas in our City. The work includes home repairs, includ-
ing painting, flooring, simple construction, cleaning, yard work, ceilings,
plumbing, windows and doors; neighborhood Bible clubs at which children
play games, sing songs, make crafts, eat snacks and, most importantly, hear the
life-changing Gospel of Jesus Christ; Basketball Camp, at which children learn
basketball skills, Bible verses and how much God loves them; and prayer walks,
during which Campers bring the needs of our City before God.

e  Gofer (Transportation) — Help transport
students and materials to and from work

[ Kitchen Crew — Help prepare and
serve breakfast and dinner at Home
Base.

. Base Leaders — Mentors who participate with and
are available to their students during the evening and
overnight times at Home Base.

[ Go 2 Guys - Responsible for providing security
and information services at Home Base.

o First Aid — Be available to attend to the various
bumps, bruises and other medical issues that arise dur-
ing Work Camp.

o Lunch on Wheels - Work with church members
to prepare and deliver lunch to one or more Work Sites during the three
working days of Work Camp.

o Prayer Walk Leaders — Accompany a group of students on a prayer walk
through their Work Site neighborhood, praying for the people and needs
they encounter.

. Post-Camp Cleanup - Spend 2 hours on Friday helping restoring Home
Base to order.
